Things To Know

Where are we staying?

Lake Byron Bible Camp is located just north of 
Huron.  There is a waterfront area (no 
swimming), large fields for sports, softball and 
volleyball fields, indoor climbing wall, swing sets, 
zip line, nature hike areas and much more.

What is the dress code?

CASUAL!  This is a camp facility, so expect to 
spend time outside where you might get dirty.  
Please make sure to wear clothing appropriate 
for young ladies representing Job’s Daughters - 
no rips and tears, no rude sayings, etc.  There is 
NO swimming available.  It is September, so it 
could be 80 degrees or 30 degrees, so please 
watch the weather and dress appropriately.

Do we need chaperones?

YES.  Just as with any Job’s Daughters 
function, you must have one adult chaperone per 
five girls.

Do we need permission forms?

YES.  These are a must.  There must be a 
permission form for each girl present.

Are meals provided?

We will be providing Saturday lunch and 
evening meal, and Sunday breakfast.  It is 
several miles to the nearest convenience store, so 
please plan accordingly.  Please note any food 
concerns/allergies with your registration - we 
will try to make accommodations if we can.
