Planning your Installation 

you want to use. There 

are a number of them in 

the Book of Ceremonies. 

Each Bethel should have 

one. 

 Special music - do you 

want certain music played 

while the officers march 

in, while you are at the 

alter, etc. Who will play 

or be in charge of the 

music. 

 Find a narrator for your 

installation ceremony.  

 What will your colors, 

flower, emblem, etc? Are 

you going to have carrying 

pieces and special decora-

tions. 

 Picking your installing 

officers. Remember, they 

must be Honored Queens 

or Past Honored Queens 

with the exception of the 

musician. 

 Are you having a recep-

tion. What food will you 

server and who will be 

serving it. Do you want 

special decorations for the 

tables? 

 Invitations: make enough 

to send to the Masonic 

bodies, Grand Officers, in 

the area, family and 

friends. (check with the 

retiring HQ to make sure 

she is having a retiring 

ceremony before printing 

the invitations). Get them 

out early, b/c most of the 

Masonic bodies only meet 

once a month. 

 Programs for the special 

day. 

 Budget: please check with 

your Council to see if the 

Bethel pays for any por-

tion of the installation. All 

other expenses are the 

Honored Queen and her 

families responsibility.  

 

Whatever you choose to do 

for your installation, please 
make sure that you get the 

approval of the Bethel    

Guardian Council in           

ADVANCE. Don’t be afraid to 

ask lots of questions and for 

help.  

For most girls, being elected 

Honored Queen is not a big 

surprise. You have worked 

hard on your way up the line to 

show your Bethel you have the 

skills, attitude, and dedication 

to be Honored Queen.  How-

ever, it is still very exciting 

once your time has come to be 

installed as Honored Queen.  
There are a number of things 

you need to consider when 

planning you installation. Each 

Bethel may have different tradi-

tion, but here are some generic 

rules to follow: 

 When are you going to 

have the ceremony. Put it 

on the Masonic Center’s 

calendar early to assure 

you will get that date. 

 When are you holding 

practice. Make sure you 

notify your installing of-

fices and officers of this 

time. Who will run your 

practice. Traditionally the 

Director of Epochs helps 

out.

Guardian. 

When do you need a special 

dispensation? 

* elect or install officers at a 

time other than provided in the 

Bethel Bylaws 

* dispense with regular meeting 

* hold special meetings 

* change meeting place 

* change hour of meeting 

* change date of meeting 

($2 fee is applied) 

* change date or hour of meet-

ing when the meeting: 

 -falls on legal holiday 

 -falls during Grand 

 -place is required for 

 other purposes 

A Special Dispensation is not 

required to:  

Install an officer in an appointed 

office to fill a vacancy, install 
choir, install members of the 

Bethel Guardian Council.
