What do you put in 

your bubble to make yourself 

feel good?  

What would your bubble look 

like?  

What makes you feel strong?  

What type of things make you 

feel down or uncomfortable – 

how do you combat that?  

Some ideas for things in your 

bubble include: confidence, 

being trust-worthy, your fam-

ily, religion, talents, health, or 

faith.   

Draw your bubble and write 

all those good ideas and 

things you like about yourself 

inside your bubble and hang it 

on a wall, in your locker at 

school, or tuck it away in a 

drawer. When you are feeling 

down you can look at it to 

remind yourself of all the 

things that make you feel 

good and make you feel spe-

cial!  

   We were also given the task 

of making a mantra. This is a 
little phrase that someone 

creates that helps her feel 

good or helps her to get 

through a tough time. Make it 

an ―I statement.‖ For example, 

my mantra is ―I know God will 

never give me more than I can 

handle.‖ Think about your 

mantra and share it at your 

next bethel meeting! 

   The workshop was great but 

what was even better was that 

we were reminded that as 

adults we should serve as role-

models and advisors, but to let 

you, the girls be the leaders. 

Please talk to us more, we 

promise to listen better. Job’s 

Daughters should be in every 

girl’s self-esteem bubble and 

we want to help you do that!

Ask Mrs. Mick 

   Prior to a Session, the Council of each Bethel 

should develop rules and regulations and dis-

cuss these rules with the Chaperones. These 

rules and regulations should be made available 

to the Daughters and their parents or guardi-

ans. While the members of each Bethel are 

different and rules for each Bethel may require 

different emphasis, we recommend the follow-

ing basic rules. 

 

1. Require a signed permission slip from 

parents or guardians to include authoriza-

tion for emergency medical treatment and 

an understanding that it is the parents’ 

responsibility to pick up any daughter who 

becomes uncontrollable. You may want to 

use a Health Form such as Form 125 Per-

sonal Health Form. 

2. Chaperones and other adult leaders must 
be obeyed (right or wrong); otherwise 

chaos may develop.  
3. Any damage to rooms and furnishings    

       may be assessed to the Bethel and should    

       be paid by those responsible. 

4. Chaperones must know where the  

       Daughters under their supervision are at   

       all times. No Daughters may wander off   

       on their own. Daughters always stay 

       together at least with a partner. 

5. One chaperone is recommended for each  

five Daughters. Or as the girls say, it takes 

five Daughters to chaperone one adult. 

 

 

Despite all the warnings and suggestions of 

turmoil, remember that 95 - 99% the Daugh-

ters are well behaved and cause no problem. 

By establishing rules and understanding of what 

may happen prior to Session, you can have a 

lot of fun. 

 

   Many Daughters (and selected adults) believe 

that Session provides a wonderful opportunity 

to creatively haze other girls and adults. To the 

extent this type of mischief is done within  

reasonable bounds, it can be fun and is proba-

bly inevitable.  

   We recommend there be 

some discussion with the Daugh-

ters prior to Session with an 

understanding that physical injury 

and destruction of property is 
not funny and cannot be toler-

ated. Decorating rooms with 

toilet paper normally causes no 

damage to anything -(provided 

we clean it up and not expect 

the Hotel employees to do it) - 

but spreading substances on 

clothes or furniture can ruin 

them. Also we do not want to 

do anything that will cause addi-

tional work for the Hotel per-

sonnel and leave a bad impres-

sion concerning 

Job’s Daughters.  

   We can only suggest that you use your best 

judgment and stop anything that seems to be 

getting out of hand. I 

   n addition, keep a watchful eye on all Daugh-

ters, particularly the young ones who are at-

tending Session for the first time, to make sure 

they do not become frightened or upset by any 

mischief.  

   Most Hotel have rules concerning posting of 

signs on Hotel doors or walls which would mar 

the finish. Please be mindful of the rules. 

 

Be An Example Setter 

The Daughters are given certain dress 

codes for session activities and it is 

much easier if the adults follow the 

same dress code.
