
Congratulations on becoming Miss South Dakota Job’s Daughters! We hope you are excited to begin this journey and that you have ideas to make your year as special as can be! The Miss Job Pageant Committee has put together this small handbook for you to use as a resource this year. There will be a section on fundraising, appropriate attire, Supreme, statewide traveling, chaperones, and reimbursement.
Below is the Duties of the Miss South Dakota Job’s Daughter as outlined in the By-Laws.
ARTICLE VIII

DUTIES OF MISS SOUTH DAKOTA JOB’S DAUGHTER

Section 1
(a) Miss SDJD shall:

         (1) Whenever possible, visit statewide events (HIKE, Supreme Visit, etc.), Bethels, and other Daughter activities to promote the good of the order. Travel allowed as per bylaw.

         (2) Represent the ideals of Job’s Daughters at Masonic and Masonic related functions and other events. 

        (3) Work in conjunction with the Pageant Committee in preparing for the Annual Pageant.

       (4) Represent the state of South Dakota in the Miss IOJD Pageant at Supreme Session.

       (5) Notify the Grand Guardian of all tentative and scheduled travel and activities in advance.

       (6) Submit a report at the end of her term
Proper Dress Attire
The Miss South Dakota should always be setting an example for the girls of Job’s Daughters, as well as representing South Dakota Job’s Daughters, even in what she wears. 
When to Wear the Cape: 
With a formal, floor length dress, crown and sash

Wear to formal events, Masonic events, Statewide events, Official Visits, Parades, 
*A formal dress should be floor length, and cover the midriff. A dress with straps is suggested, but if you wear strapless, your top should not be “falling out” of the dress. 
When to Wear only the crown and sash:
With a casual dress or sun dress:

Wear to Installations, meetings, non-formal events.
*You should not wear the cape, your crown or sash, with casual clothes such as jeans or t-shirts.
*Some girls in the past have had a “fun sash” made to wear to more casual events. You can have someone make it or make it yourself and add a personal touch!
When you are at casual events:

Wear appropriate jeans, capris, or khakis, with a Job’s Daughter t-shirt or nice top. Always ask your Grand Guardian for advice on the appropriate attire.
Chaperones
Here are a few rules on chaperones when you’re doing your traveling:

You should always have a chaperone where ever you go and this can include: a GGC officer, a parent/guardian, a CAV certified adult.

You should never have to share sleeping quarters with an adult
Attitude and Interactions

Remember that you are a role model-the girls around the state look up to you and watch everything that you are doing.  You are also being watched by the members of our Masonic family and they look at you as the representative of Job’s Daughters.  We all have bad days, but when you are representing Job’s Daughters you need to come with a positive attitude.  Make the most of your year as Miss South Dakota Job’s Daughter-you will never get this year back.  It will be stressful at times, but I promise that it is worth it in the end.

Do you best to interact with the girls when you are at events or official visits.  It is really easy to segregate yourself with people you know, but remember that you can make a little girls day just by sitting down and talking to her.  
Fundraisers
There is a travel fund established that can cover travel expenses beyond what is allocated in the bylaws.  Any use of the fund must be approved by the Grand Guardian in advance.  The bylaw states that you cannot use more than ½ of the money in the fund (please feel free to ask the Grand Treasurer the current total of what is in the fund).  While it is nice to have that money available for your use, it would also be expected that you do a fundraiser to contribute to that fund as well.   
You can also do fundraisers for other causes that are special for you (i.e. HIKE, scholarship, etc.)   Please discuss any fundraising ideas with the Grand Guardian prior to starting to get approval.
Reimbursements
Remember to keep all receipts and turn them into the Grand Secretary as soon as possible.  
There is a breakdown of what is covered in the bylaws as well as in the budget.  
Here is a rundown of the items listed per bylaw (also check the current budget):

-Grand Lodge-

        - 2 nights hotel if needed


- travel expenses per SDJD mileage chart
-Grand York Rite-

        1 night hotel if needed


- travel expenses per SDJD mileage chart
-Grand Chapter-

      - 1 night hotel if needed


- travel expenses per SDJD mileage chart

-In-state travel will be reimbursed at .15$ per mile per the SDJD travel mileage chart

-$400 for Supreme Travel

-$75 per diem for up to 4 days at Supreme
Supreme
Supreme is an amazing experience, and it is a great opportunity it meet people from across the world.  It is, however, very different than Grand session.  Some jurisdictions are still very traditional in their thought process and this includes wardrobe, how adults are addressed, etc…  

Please make sure that you talk to the Grand Guardian or member of the pageant committee to discuss dress code.  

Remember to bring a small swappie, such a business card or SD pin from the Department of tourism.  

Participate in as many activities as possible-the excitement and enthusiasm for Job’s Daughters at Supreme is incredible. 

Look in the bylaws to see what expenses are covered and also talk to the Grand Secretary for any questions.  

****Make sure that you register yourself for the actual session-the Grand Secretary has made sure that you are registered for the pageant ahead of time, but registering for the session is your responsibility. 
****Often, the Grand Guardian or Grand Secretary has reserved a room for you. Please make sure to ask about your room right away because sometimes there is only one room for you and the other Grand Line members. If you have family or Bethel members going you may have to reserve another room. 

There are a couple of ways to look at approaching the pageant: having fun or truly trying to win the title of Miss International  You don’t need to tell anyone what your intentions are, but if you really want to win, please don’t be afraid to ask for help.  There is a lot to study and go over before the pageant and there are a lot of people who are more than willing to help you.  The state of South Dakota is going to stand behind you and be proud of anything you accomplish so please be proud and have fun!
